Success Criteria Checklist for Book Talks
Preparation:
· Do I have my text and notebook ready at the beginning of the period?
· Do I work through the period until the bell rings?
· Do I answer all questions thoroughly, and include analyze significant quotations which support my answers?

Book Talk Participation:

Knowledge and Understanding:
· Do I know what is significant?
· Do I provide significant quotations to support my contributions to the book talk?
· Do I have relevant questions about character, theme, literary devices, etc. to ask of other participants?
· Do I have possible answers to my own questions?
· Do I use appropriate literary terms, such as character, protagonist, antagonist, theme, setting, motif, image, metaphor, symbol, allusion, etc.

Thinking:
· Are my contributions significant and relevant to the topic?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Do I significantly add to what others, rather than just repeating what others say?
· Do I actively theorize about ideas?
· Can I distinguish between a poor theory, a good theory, and a better theory?
· Do I analyze my supporting quotations to show how they support my ideas/theories?
· Do I make significant and logical inferences about characters, themes, literary devices, etc.?
· Are the questions I ask significant?
· Am I willing to take risks and share tentative ideas? 
· Do I reflect on my reading, speaking, and listening in my metawriting?
· Do I identify my strengths, areas for improvement, and strategies which I found helpful in my metawriting journal?
· Do I provide specific and detailed explanations for each criterion in my metawriting journal?

Communication:
· Do I respond respectfully and intelligently to others’ ideas, even if I disagree?
· Do I ask questions of other students for clarification or to extend the discussion?
· Are my answers logically formulated and expressed?
· Do I look at others in the group?
· Do I articulate clearly, with pauses, emphasis, energy, volume, etc.?
· Do I ensure that each person has an opportunity to speak and wait for an appropriate time to contribute?
· Do I provide constructive and appropriate criticism?
· Do I make frequent and relevant contributions to the discussion?
