Bianca and the widow, aghast at Kate’s ____________, become even further shocked when, at Petruchio’s request, Kate gives a speech on the ____________ that wives _______________ to their husbands.
In the speech, Kate reprimands them for their _____________ dispositions, saying that it does not become a woman to behave this way, especially toward her _______________.
